Dear Parents,
Lockdown Procedures

It is a requirement for schools to have procedures in case of the need to go into a ‘lockdown’ situation.  Whilst we have never had to enact these procedures at South Darley, there have been several cases of them being needing to be implemented in other Derbyshire schools recently, so we plan to practice our procedures with children tomorrow (Tues 11th March).  
We will explain to them beforehand why we need to do this and what would happen, but we will also explain why it is unlikely they will be needed, in a similar way to a fire alarm.  We will explain that some of the more likely reasons that we would have to make sure everyone stays inside are that there is a potentially dangerous animal on the playground e.g. a deer, there has been a road accident close to school which we need children to stay away from and not see, there is a high risk pollutant in the atmosphere, possibly from a nearby house fire, or there is a civil disturbance or threatening behaviour from people close to school.  
Of course, we are aware that there may be more sinister reasons why would need to protect children by keeping them inside the school, but we will not be scaring children with ‘worst case scenarios’.  We attach the lockdown procedures for parents’ information to this letter.
