Summer Sun!

As we are enjoying the sunshine and have started our PE back at the Cricket Club, can we remind you to make sure your child has a water bottle and sunhat with them.  Pupils are provided with a sunhat upon entry to the school and infants hats are kept in school by staff.  Juniors have responsibility for keeping their own hats.  Y3/4 need to make sure they have a (plain) red sun hat (ideally legionnaire style or wide brimmed to cover ears and necks but does not need to have the school logo, easily available for a low cost on amazon or other retailers), Y5/6 can have a red sun hat or use their own so long as it is not too brightly coloured or has inappropriate slogans.  Also, if necessary, please apply suncream to your child at home or send them in with some to apply themselves if they are able.  School staff are not allowed to apply suncream to children.  Please make sure suncream, hats and water bottles are named, along with jumpers and coats as they are more likely to be left around school at this time of year.
New Recycling Rules for Schools

New recycling rules have been introduced around the country for large businesses and public services.  The main change we will notice as a school is that food waste must be disposed of separately, and we will be charged for the amount of food waste we produce. Therefore, we have asked children who are on sandwiches to always take anything they don’t eat home with them rather than dispose of it in school bins – this also helps parents know what food their child is eating.
