Matlock Schools Football League 2025-26
Our school has again entered the Matlock School’s Football League for 2025-26 and your child has been selected to be part of our squad. In a change to previous years, I have chosen all the players for each game in the expectation that there may be some absences.  If your child cannot attend a particular game, then let me know.  See below for details. The format is 7 a-side with 15-minute halves with teams playing each other once.  As we don’t have a grass pitch, we have agreed to play all our games away at the other schools.  

We will play the games after school, aiming to kick off as close to 4pm as possible.  We should be able to provide transport for most children (please let me know if you require this) but you are welcome to pick up your child from school, take them to the game and then stay to watch if you would like.  If you are not watching, then please pick the children up at 4.30 pm at the pitch.

Children will be provided with a football kit which they can keep for the season.  They therefore must remember to bring it with them on matchdays.  Children will need football boots, shin pads and a water bottle.  We have built up a stock of second-hand football boots and shin pads if you want to borrow any.  Children may also need a warm coat or suncream depending on weather conditions.
