Swimming

Swimming is part of the national curriculum for one junior year group which means we only receive funding for one year group - as a school we take all the juniors which increases costs to the school. We would be grateful for £10 donation for Terms 1 and 2 per child towards the cost of transporting the children to the pool so that we can make best use of our limited resources and continue to give your child additional swimming lessons above national requirements. After School Club

Morning Clubs

These continue as normal from 8am every morning.  Qualitas provide a multi-sports session on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays, with Film Club with Miss Gill on Tuesdays and Construction Club with Mrs Fletcher on Thursdays.  You do not need to book in for these clubs as children will be added to the attendance register if they join prior to the school gates opening at 8.40am. Each session is £2.50, or £25 for a whole term booking for a particular session. For this discounted rate, advanced booking is available on Parentpay until Friday 19th September 2025, when the offer expires. 
Fruit Scheme

Infants receive free fruit every morning, but this entitlement ends in the Juniors.  If you wish for you junior child to receive fruit every day, then please sign up on Parentpay.  At £12 for the term, it is cheaper and healthier than many other snack options.  The purchase option expires on Friday 19th September 2025.  Please ask in the school office should you wish to request joining the fruit scheme after this date. 
Volunteer Drivers

Thank you to those who have volunteered to be a registered driver to help take small groups of children to various events.  However, we could still do with more drivers - there is no commitment needed but it would enable us to ask you if we needed any help.  Please ask in the school office for more information and to express an interest in assisting us transport pupils to and from local events. 
Parentpay
