As you are aware, all Infants (and some Juniors), qualify for a free hot school meal every day under either the Universal Infant Free School Meal Scheme or the Free School Meal Scheme. Whilst we recognise that this is a parental choice, we are offering pupils the opportunity to try hot food provided by Derbyshire Catering Service under both schemes for pupils who qualify and who currently bring sandwiches to eat so they can ‘try something new’.
