South Darley CE Primary School acknowledges the immense value and many benefits of off-site learning and is committed to supporting off-site visits and activities that enrich the learning opportunities of children and young people. South Darley CE Primary School (and any contracted external providers where an activity has been commissioned) works within the requirements set out in Derbyshire County Council’s Offsite Visits and Adventure Activities Guidance and the Outdoor Education Advisers’ Panel ‘National Guidance’
South Darley CE Primary School has adopted the Derbyshire County Council system for approval  of visits which is based on these being categorised into three broad types: 

Category 1 – Local low risk single day visits that are regular and routine.

Examples include: Walking to venues in the local vicinity such as Church, Whitworth Park or Darley Dale Primary School, transporting pupils to other local schools such as Highfields by staff, volunteer or private hire coaches or buses, regular visits to similar destinations and primary swimming programmes.
Category 2 – Day visits and programmes that require enhanced planning.

Examples include: visits that take place further afield and with no element of adventurous activities (as defined in category 3).  These opportunities usually require hired transport, planning and additional risk management.  

Category 3 – Higher risk visits, further afield, that requrie detailed planning and above average leader competence.

Examples include: Residential or specific adventurous activities, overseas visits.
By completing the annual consent for offsite visits we are seeking your consent for category 1 trips only.  Category 2 and 3 trips require specific trip consent.  Category 2 trips will be managed and authorised by the Headteacher and Category 3 trips require input, approval and authorisation from Derbyshire County Council.

You have the right to withdraw or amend this consent at any time and you can do this by contacting the school office.
