Re: Nativity Wednesday 10th December 2025
We are really looking forward to returning to St Mary’s church for this year’s nativity, ‘Hey Ewe!’ and the children are busy practising at the moment.  Thank you to all our infant parents for practising lines with children as this really helps.  We are having two services on Wednesday 10th December, one at 2pm and the other at 6pm, and we expect all children, infant and junior, to attend.  Doors to the church will be open 30 minutes before the start.

As there are capacity limits within the church, tickets are initially being allocated at a maximum of six tickets per family with a child in the infant class or four tickets per family with a child in the junior class.  Please complete the ticket request option attached below and return it to school by 9am on Monday 8th December 2025. There is no cost for tickets, but we need them to ensure correct numbers for health & safety reasons.  Any remaining tickets will be offered on a first come first served basis from 3.30pm on Monday 8th December 2025. Please note that additional tickets cannot be requested any earlier and any ticket requests exceeding those allowed will not be processed. Anyone arriving at church without a ticket will be asked to wait until those with tickets are seated before they are admitted.

The afternoon nativity will be concluded in school time but for the evening nativity children will need to be dropped back at school at 5.30pm and can be picked up from school at about 7.00pm.  

Please note due to restrictions on numbers into church, we cannot accommodate pushchairs or prams in the church, and we kindly ask that you leave these at home or in cars. If you are bringing smaller children, we would kindly request that you attend the afternoon performance rather than the evening performance. Babies/children will also require tickets and count towards the ticket allocation numbers. This will ensure that the number inside the church complies with fire and safety regulations.  

For safety purposes please ensure that you park your car above the church gate on the main road.
